Facilities: This is a Connecticut State Park facility with a beach and ramp accessing Squantz
Pond, a 270 acre fresh water lake. There is a fee for parking during the summer season.

Training: CTPC uses this site for training pre and post season.

From the West/New York area: Take 1-684 onto I-84 east toward Danbury. Take Exit 5 and
go left at the traffic light onto Route 39 north, following the signs to Squantz Pond. The park is
located off Route 39 approximately 4A% miles north of the center of New Fairfield. The park
boat ramp is accessed via the park entrance on the west side of route 39. Enter the park on the
parking lot near route 39.

From East on 1-84: Take Exit 6 in Danbury. Take a right at the traffic light onto Route 37. Follow the
signs on Route 37 until you arrive in New Fairfield Center. Take a right at the traffic light onto Route 39
traveling north for approximately 4% miles to the park entrance. The park boat ramp is accessed via the
park entrance on the west side of route 39. Enter the park on Shortwoods road and immediately access
the parking area. The launch is on the east side of the parking lot near route 39.

From lower Fairfield County area: Go north on Route 7 onto I-84 east to Danbury. Take Exit 5
and go left at the traffic light onto Route 39 north, following the signs to Squantz Pond. The park is
located off Route 39 approximately 4A% miles north of the center of New Fairfield. The park boat ramp is
accessed via the park entrance on the west side of route 39. Enter the park on Shortwoods road and
immediately access the parking area. The launch is on the east side of the parking lot near route 39.

From Bridgeport area: Go north onto Route 25 onto 1-84 west. Take Exit 5 and go left at the traffic
light onto Route 39 north, following the signs to Squantz Pond. The park is located off Route 39
approximately 4AY: miles north of the center of New Fairfield. The park boat ramp is accessed via the
park entrance on the west side of route 39. Enter the park on Shortwoods road and immediately access
the parking area. The launch is on the east side of the parking lot near route 39.
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
